Carolyn felt great to be listed along-
side such names as Merle Haggard, Randy 
Travis, Dolly Parton, The Oak Ridge Boys, 
and others.  Carolyn also got to meet many 
stars and opened for some of them.

Carolyn wanted more.  She expressed how she felt when she sang gospel 
songs.  Dave said, “Great.  I’ve got testimony and you’ve got vocal talent.  
We both like to help others.  We’ll go gospel.”   It is a path they have not 
regretted taking.  Turns out it was a calling from God.

Carolyn found while singing in churches around the nation that there is a 
difference between being saved and being born again.   She went to church 
as a child.  She had always believed in God and Jesus, and knew she was 
saved.  As her growth progressed, she discovered many revelations and 
much enlightenment leading to a spiritual conversion, truly ‘Born Again’.
